These
two schools called ‘Pragati’ and ‘Ujala’ providing a small sanctuary, where children learn key skills to get them
through to assessments to get entry into school—hopefully getting them out of the cycle of poverty. The two
teachers Manju and Poonam are phenomenal women who get paid £50 a month to spend 6 days a week
teaching 100 children of all ages. Lets give them a hand in making these kids’s lives better— let’s make a
Christmas contribution that will make a lasting impact. It is the season to give!
